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( Research Summary (250 words)
The purpose of the abstract is to provide the reader with information about the entire work. “Why and how to do the study” (the purpose of the study, where to do it, time, context, sample, data collection method, data collection tools, statistical analyses/tests to be used in evaluating the data).  Literature and bibliography should not be mentioned in this part. The abstract should be prepared in one paragraph without using an intermediate title and without paragraph indentation, and should not exceed 250 words.

(The Rationale and Purpose of the Research: 

In this section, where the literature basis of the study, the rationale of the study and the purpose of the study are included, information about the literature reflecting the detailed, descriptive scientific basis that will benefit the intelligibility of the study is given. Literature information should be presented in a certain order and systematic form; detailed information should be provided using subheadings when necessary. The literature and other sources used should be included in the list of references. References in the text and in the bibliography list should be written in accordance with the spelling rules. The sources used in the text must be specified in the bibliography list. Sources that are not specified in the text should not be included in the bibliography list. After the literature review, the rationale (why such a study was needed, what will be the benefits that this study will provide at the end) and the purpose is to be written.
(Method, Tools / Materials
In this section, the context and sample of the study, the sampling method, what is to be done for collecting data / how to collect data etc., method/s; description of tools, materials, means and observation techniques used in this method, limitations of the research and the plan should be given in detail. Information should also be provided about the conduct of the study and other ethical behaviors observed at the time of writing. For the convenience of the reader, the equipment and method section should be given under the following subheadings:
Purpose and Type of the Study: Only the purpose and type of the study should be included in this section. 

Place and Time of Study: The place of study should be written clearly. The date of starting collecting data must be after the approval of the ethics committee.

The Context and Sample of the Study: The sample selection method of the study and the criteria by which the number of samples is determined and the number of samples must be specified. The inclusion and exclusion criteria for sample selection should be written.

Data Collection Tools: What are the data collection tools to be used in the study? It is necessary to provide introductory information about the tools to be used. If a scale is to be used in data collection, the name and abbreviation of the scale, the people who developed the scale, the people who made the validity and reliability of the scale in Turkish, how many items it consists of, likert type, sub-dimensions (sub-scale), what the scale itself and sub-dimensions measure should be written. Expressions that are inverted and flat on the scale, its scoring and Cronbach's alpha coefficient should be indicated. It should also be written which age group and individuals have been studied. For the literature information used in the scale introduction, a source should be specified and the sources should also be added to the bibliography.
Data Collection Method: In this section, it should be written through which method/s the researchers collected data from the individuals in the sample group using the data collection tools.(E.g., treatment and/or exercise application protocol/ procedure, group, individual, over the phone, online, by mail, in person interview, survey, snowball, oral and/or written information, etc.). Data collection tools should not be written in this section. It should be written which methods will be used in the use of data collection tools.
Evaluation of Data: In this section, the name and version of the statistical program that will be used to evaluate the data, statistical analyses (tests) that will be used to evaluate the data in this program will be written clearly in accordance with the questions or hypothesis of the study.
Determined Study Time: The date range (DD/MM/YY) and the planned time (3 months, 1 year, etc.) will be written.

Ethics of the Research: Information about the structure of the study and other ethical behaviors observed during the writing (institution permission, scale permission, etc.) should also be provided.

(Appendices: The questionnaire/scale etc. materials to be used in the study should be given by writing their names in a separate page under the title "Attachments". ( Appendix 1: Personal Information Form Appendix 2: Burnout Scale, Appendix 3: Pain Scale, etc.)

(References
References are printed materials or other documents that are directly used on the topic. Each source used in the text must be included in the bibliography. A source consists of the author(s)'s name(s), publication date, title of publication, place of publication and publisher institution information. All the sources used should be given in a list (see bibliography rules).
(APPENDICES (The form, scale, material to be used... etc.)

For each appendix that will be included in this section, an appropriate title should be selected, and each of them is to start on a new page.  In the order of presentation (Appendix 1, Appendix 2, Appendix 3). They should be given in their form in full, respectively.
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
